	Materials:
	Part 2 – PowerPoint slides 
a list of questions for guiding reading

	Procedure:

1. Teacher shows the PowerPoint slides of the story.

2. Teacher pauses as appropriate to help students construct meaning and predict the story development in their reading with questions such as those suggested (see Appendix 1).

3. Learners compare and contrast their answers while expressing their opinions.
