Task 5: Choosing the Most Interested Film

I. The task

· Choosing the most interested film

· Conduct a whole-class survey on the most interested film to be watched

· Complete a corresponding tally table

· Practise the language focus in film blurbs and reviews

II. Learning objectives:

· To complete a survey tally table to identify the most interested film

III. Materials:

· Class Voting Tally Table for the most interested film to be watched

· Textbook / Workbook

IV. Instructions for teachers for setting up the task:

1. Remind students of the film blurbs that they read in the last lesson. As only one film can be shown, you need to know which film is the one that most of them want to watch. 
2. Show the Class Tally Table on computer or visualizer. Go over the film titles. Have the film blurbs ready on computer / visualizer in case students do not know the films.

3. Tell students you are going to ask 3 questions for each film and students have to raise their hands to signal response. Note down the results immediately onto the tally table.

4. Ask students to tell from the tally table: (i) ‘Which film have most students seen?’, (ii) ‘Among the films that students have seen, which is the one that students liked most?’, (iii) ‘Among the films that have not been seen by most students, which one is the most preferred to be seen?’
5. Tell students you will collect the voting results of the other classes and the film that most P.6 students prefer to see would be shown next week.

6. Go over the textbook and workbook with students to consolidate the language focus of the unit.
