Activity Plan                                     Discover Hong Kong  (Hong Kong Adventure 1)

Unit 1  Discover Hong Kong

Objectives:
Students will be able to:

· understand the nature of compound words
· understand how the root words add to the meanings of the compound words
· create compound words by combining two words together
· write and respond to emails by using compound words

· identify various tourist spots in Hong Kong
· form opinions and make suggestions using connectives and the sentence pattern ‘I think’
Materials:
· Photos of scenic spots in Hong Kong
· A PowerPoint file — Discover Hong Kong
· LT1.1 — An Email to Tom and Danny
· LT1.2 - 1.6 — Brochures introducing Hong Kong (also available in Word format)
· LT1.7 – An Email to Susan
· A bulletin board (or a pocket chart)
· Lots of blank word cards and colourful markers
Procedures:
Warm up (5 minutes)
1. Ask students to think of some places of interest in Hong Kong. Show them photos of Hong Kong scenic spots and elicit ideas about what people can do there, e.g. ‘Where would you like to go in Hong Kong? Why? What can you do there?’
2. Organize their ideas on the board with a mind map:

Show students PowerPoint file – Discover Hong Kong. Tell them they are going to read an email written by Susan.

Susan’s Email: Introduction of Compound Words (10 minutes)
1. Distribute LT1.1. 
2. First reading: Focus on the content. Ask questions to check understanding. Ask students to complete the note sheet in LT1.1. Explain some unfamiliar compound words if needed.
	Suggested Questions and Answers:

	1. Who wrote the email? Where did you see her name?

A: Susan. The sender’s name is at the end of a letter.

2. Who is / are reading this? Where did you see their names?

A: Tom and Danny. You write the name of the person you are writing to after the word ‘Dear’ at the beginning of a letter.

3. What did Susan and her grandpa do last weekend? 

A:   (List out the activities on the board)
· had breakfast at a Chinese teahouse.
· went to Hong Kong Wetland Park

· had seafood in Sai Kung

· went to the waterfront of Tsim Sha Tsui for the light and sound show.


3. Second reading: Before reading, point out some compound words in the email. Explain how they are formed. During reading, play a game called ‘Read and Clap’. Ask students to stop you when they hear a compound word by clapping twice and shouting, “Compound!”
4. Show them more examples of compound words in slides 10-14. Ask them to guess the meaning of the unknown words by looking at the root words.

Group Reading Activity (15 minutes)
1. Show students the brochures about Hong Kong (LT1.2 - LT1.6). Ask them to help Susan look for some interesting places.
2. Distribute LT1.2. Read it aloud. Play the game ‘Read and Clap’.
3. Divide students into groups (Hong Kong Island, Kowloon, New Territories and Islands). Distribute the brochures in a way that each group has a different brochure to read. (LT1.3 - LT1.6)
4. Ask the groups to find and highlight as many compound words as they can.
5. Instruct students to work together to write down the compound words on colour cards one by one. Copy the sentence in which the word is found on the other side of the card. 
An example of a word card:

6. When time is up, invite groups to present their findings and explain the meaning of the words using the clues from root words or contexts.
Language structures students can use to report their findings:

	In the brochure, we found the word “headland” (showing the card). It is formed by “head” and “land”. 

	The word “headland” means a place on a high ground. (students can draw pictures on the board to help explain)


Compound Board: Homework (5 minutes)
1. In the following week, place a bulletin board in the classroom. Ask students to put the word cards on it. 
2. Ask them to write down compound words they come across. Explain that it is not only from books – they can find compound words in other media as well.

3. Take a few minutes a day to go through the board. Discuss with students whether the words added are compound words or not. Words that are used in lessons can be added too.
4. Teacher may also want to provide more practice by having students do a compound word sort with a pocket chart or a worksheet.

Group Writing Activity (20 minutes)

1. Distribute LT1.7. Explain to students that they are Tom and Danny. Ask them to write to Susan to suggest where they should go the next day.

2. Regroup the students so that each new group is comprised of at least one member from different original groups (i.e. each new group should have a ‘Hong Kong’, a ‘Kowloon’, a ‘New Territories’, and an ‘Islands’ group member in it) so that each student from the original group can present information to the new group.
3. Group Discussion: Using the information from the brochures, students in groups suggest places to go and provide reasons.
Language structures students can use to share their ideas:

	A:
I think Susan and her grandpa should go to the bird market because she can buy him a bird as a birthday present. Do you agree?
B: 
Yes, I agree with you. I think Susan should take her grandpa to Ocean Park because it is free for him to visit the park on his birthday. Do you think so?
C: 
Yes, that’s a good idea! Ocean Park is fun. I think they can go to Kat Hing Wai to have ‘Poon Choi’ at night because it is very yummy and it has a long history.


4. When they have decided the places to suggest, ask students using the mind map in LT 1.7 to organize their ideas.
5. Encourage them to use more compound words in their writing if possible.
