	My tongue twister



	Materials:
	a word list for each group of learners with 
· the consonant digraphs sh and th;
· the consonant blends sl, sw, sk, sp, st, sm, st, tr and thr and
· the letter sounds s and t as the onset (to provide learners with more words to create their tongue twisters)



	
	an instruction sheet “How to make a tongue twister”



	Procedure:

1. Teacher asks learners to write words with the consonant digraphs and the consonant blends on the blackboard.

2. Teacher goes through the words, stressing the consonant digraphs or the consonant blends. 

3. Teacher helps learners differentiate the voiced th (e.g. that) and unvoiced th (e.g. thief).
4. Teacher uses the instruction sheet to create tongue twisters with the class. Then learners read out the tongue twisters.

5. Learners, in groups, are given the word list to create their own tongue twisters.

6. Teacher sits in different groups to provide language help. 

7. Learners, in groups, take turns to read out their tongue twisters.

8. Learners choose the best 10 tongue twisters for class display.
