Suggested Teaching Procedures
(Material: PowerPoint Presentation – ‘Tell More about Prince Henry’)
I. Brainstorming and building concept maps
A. Teacher brainstorms ideas with students and asks students to build their own concept maps. The following is an example:
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B. Teacher can ask students to think about the appearance, the special things, the clothing and how others feel about Prince Henry when they build their concept maps.
II. Paragraphing: Structure of the Letter

After students build up their own adjectives map, teacher can point out that different parts of the map should go to different paragraphs. Teacher can show students how to do it using the sample map created in the PowerPoint without explaining it explicitly. 
III.
Revising: Peer Review
After students finish their draft, teacher asks them to work in pairs and comment on each others’ work according to the items given on the Peer Review Checklist (Appendix 1). Students should share and note down comments / suggestions on the draft / checklist. They should consider suggestions from peers and make changes on their draft where appropriate. 
IV.
Editing
Students proofread their work using the Proofreading Checklist (Appendix 2). After that, students work in pairs and conduct peer editing using the Peer Editing Checklist (Appendix 3).
