Favourite Places for a Holiday

Materials:

Travelling Abroad (flash file)

note sheets for listening





some blank paper for drawing mind maps

Procedure:


Pre-listening task (Group work)

1. Learners in groups of 4 brainstorm on the topic ‘Our favourite places for a holiday’ using a given mind map (Please see Appendix 1). This is to help them generate their ideas along a focus. 

2. The teacher suggests learners to draw pictures if they have difficulty with spelling. 

3. Learners discuss the country in terms of where to go and what to eat. The teacher provides information if learners do not know the countries. At this time, teachers can also brief introduce the places like China, India, Thailand and Japan to familiarize learners before doing the listening activity.

Listening task (individual work)

4. Learners listen to the family talking about their favourite places for a holiday (flash file). Then they choose the right activities, food and places that the family members each prefer to go. 

5. After listening to the family talking about their favourite places, learners in groups of 4 play the roles of dad, mum, Helen and Calvin. They have to compromise a place to be visited for the whole family. Each of the group members/family members give reasons why they like the place. They can agree or disagree with other members of the group. At the end, they need to come up with one place to go and state the reasons.

6. Teacher may need to support learners with some language items such as 

the simple present tense to

· express preferences e.g. I like China more than Japan because…
· express thoughts e.g. I think Japan is a good place for shopping.

· express needs e.g. I need to buy some electronic things there.

use modals to 

· make suggestions e.g. Shall we choose China then?

use connectives to 

· give reasons e.g. I like China because it’s my home country.

use formulaic expressions to

· make and respond to suggestions e.g. Let’s go to China. / That’s a good idea. / 

· show agreement and disagreement e.g. Yes, I agree. / No, I don’t think so.

Post-listening task (optional)

7. Learners are asked to do an extended task. They collect some brochures and pamphlets about the country they would like to go for a holiday. They then write a few sentences to describe the country. Their work is put on display. OR Learners can discuss some daily school activities with their classmates such as picnics, excursions or visits to different places in Hong Kong which will be familiar to learners to call upon their existent knowledge.

(pause)

H: How about the food there? What do you like to eat?

C: I like food which is hot, spicy like chicken curry.

(pause)

Calvin: C

Helen: H

C: Well, let me ask you now. What place do you like to visit?

H: I’d like to go to a place where I can see the Great Wall of China.

   And, I love to see the Tian’anmen Square too.

C: How about the food?

H: I love to eat the famous Peking Duck there.
