John:	 	 It’s	boring,	Becky.	Can	we	watch	“Let’s	Twist	Again”	on	Channel	3?	
	
Becky:	 	 [incredulous]	You	like	“Let’s	Twist	Again”	but	you	don’t	like	the	

hilarious	“Ferry	Hill”?	“Let’s	Twist	Again”	is	childish,	John.	We’d	
better	watch	something	else.	

	
John:	 	 [clearly	joking]	What	about	“Dancing	with	Fiona”	on	Channel	10?	

We	can	catch	the	last	20	minutes	of	that	if	we	switch	to	it	now,	
Becky.	

	
Becky:	 	 [genuinely	excited]	That’s	great!	Let’s	put	it	on!	
	
John:	 	 I	was	joking!	It’s	about	ballet	and	it’s	silly!	I’ll	tell	you	what;	I	don’t	

like	“Ferry	Hill”	at	all	but	we	can	watch	it	as	long	as	we	don’t	watch	
“Dancing	with	Fiona”.	

	
Becky:	 	 Allright..	
	
John:	 	 [excited]	If	we	watch	“Ferry	Hill”	now,	then	we	have	to	watch	

“Stars	of	Hong	Kong”	after	that.	It	starts	at	7	o’clock.	
	
Becky:	 	 It’s	a	deal,	but	why	do	you	want	to	watch	“Stars	of	Hong	Kong”	if	

you	don’t	want	to	watch	“Dancing	with	Fiona”?	
	
John:	 	 It’s	a	reality	TV	talent	show.

Becky:	 	 That’s	amazing!	Is	Katy	on	TV	tonight?	
	
John:	 	 No,	the	audition	won’t	actually	be	on	TV	since	it	was	just	the	first	

round.	But	she’s	into	the	second	round	and	she’ll	be	on	TV	in	a	
couple	of	weeks!	

	
Becky:	 	 Wow!}
