Teachers’ Notes
1.  Rationale of the unit design:
This unit of work is adapted from the learning and teaching materials developed in a case study under the Phase-III project of the Study of Using Assessment Data to Enhance Learning and Teaching (research report accessible at http://wlts.edb.hkedcity.net/filemanager/file/english/research_report/Phase_III_Report_Final_WLTS.pdf), which was an EDB-commissioned research conducted by Dr Anthony KK Tong of the University of Hong Kong in the school context of St Anthony’s School in 2009-2010. 

The unit has the following features to develop students’ reading abilities in addressing the learning needs identified at the first stage of the study:

1. the acquisition of key reading skills include (i) predicting and (ii) understanding the organization of information in specific text types such as survey reports, film blurbs and film reviews

2. task-based learning 

3. the integration of other skills (speaking, listening and writing) into reading

4. the use of multimedia: textual and visual media

5. the learning of text types such as survey reports, film blurbs and film reviews
6. individual work, pair work and group work
