‘Ock’ Rhyme

Materials:

word cards 





a rhyme: ‘Ock’ Rhyme





a sound file 
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Procedure:
1. Teacher shows learners a word card.
2. Teacher covers the onset (e.g. ‘cl’ in ‘clock’) and says the ‘ock’ sound with the learners. Then he/she reads the whole word aloud.
3. Teacher helps learners go through all the word cards.
4. Teacher uses the sound file to demonstrate the ‘Ock’ Rhyme to learners.

5. Learners read aloud the rhyme.

6. Learners are encouraged to say the rhyme with actions.
