Unit 2  An Unlucky Day 
Objectives:
Students will be able to:

· understand the nature of prefixes
· understand how to use un-, in-, im-, dis- and re- to form words
· learn to identify which words begin with a prefix and why
· distinguish between prefixed words from words start with the same spelling
Materials:

· A PowerPoint file — An Unlucky Day
(Remark: to use the ‘drag and drop’ function, please follow the instructions below to enable macros:

· Open PowerPoint
· Click Tools

· Click Options

· Click Security Tag

· Click Macro Security

· Select Medium

· Close and re-open PowerPoint
· Click Enable Macros if asked)

· LT2.1 — An Email to Tom and Danny

· LT2.2 — Sorting Game re- 
· A bulletin board (or a pocket chart) 

· Lots of blank word cards and colourful markers
Procedure:
Warm up (5 minutes)
1. Show students the website of Hong Kong Tourism Board. Revisit the names of scenic spots by asking where they like to go and what they can do there.
2. Ask students to guess where Susan and her grandpa went on his birthday.
An Email to Tom and Danny: Introduction of Prefix (30 minutes)
1. Show PowerPoint file – An Unlucky Day. Distribute LT 2.1 to students.
2. Read aloud the email.
3. First reading: Focus on the content. Ask questions to check understanding.
	Suggested Questions and Answers:

	Slide 3
	Q: Where did Susan and her grandpa go?

A: They went to Cheung Chau.
Q: How did they get there?

A: They got there by ferry.

Q: They arrived late on Cheung Chau. Why?

A: They arrived late because the information on the ferry timetable was 
incorrect. 



	Slide 4
	Q: What was the first thing they did on Cheung Chau?

A: They ate at a restaurant next to the pier.

Q: Did they like the restaurant? Why and why not?

A: They liked the food because it was good. They were unhappy about 
the waiters because they were impolite and careless.

Q: Why was grandpa disappointed about the parade?

A: Because they could not watch it clearly.

	Slide 5
	Q: Why was the cave called ‘Cheung Po Tsai Cave’?
A: People said that the pirate Cheung Po Tsai hid his treasures in the 
cave.

	Slide 6
	Q: What does the word ‘scrambling’ mean in this paragraph?
A: It means fighting to get something.


4. Point out that there are words beginning with un-, in-, im-, dis- and re-. These are prefixes and they can change the meaning of the words that follow.
5. Second reading: When reading the email again, play a game called ‘Read and Clap’. Ask students to stop you when they hear prefixed words by clapping hands twice and shouting, ‘Prefix!’
6. Demonstrate putting prefix un- and root words together to form new words. Let students observe how un- changes the meaning of the root words.
7. Use words like ‘uncle’ as non-examples to show that some words begin with this spelling are not prefixes but only the first syllable. 
8. To determine whether or not a group of letters is a prefix, ask students to remove them from the word. It is a prefix if the word left is a real word.
9. Invite students to brainstorm more words starting with un- and cross out un- to check whether the remaining word is a real word.
Remark: Repeat steps 6 to 9 when teaching prefixes in-, im- , dis-.and re-. 
Silly Writing Competition un- (5 minutes)

1. Ask students to write about their classmates or an object using the prefixed words. Use as many un- words as possible.

2. Invite them to share their silly sentences with the class.

Sorting Game – re- (5 minutes)
1. Students work in groups of four. Each group receives a copy of LT2.2. Ask them to sort the prefixed words into different groups. 
2. Based on their work, ask students to categorize them in the pocket chart on the board or using the drag-and-drop slide (slide 26) in the PowerPoint file. Check their understanding by inviting them to make a sentence using the words.
Conclusion and Homework (5 minutes)
1. Ask students to look for more words using these prefixes in materials they come across at home.
2. Write the prefixed words and the sentences where the words are found on word cards with the date and their name. Stick them to the bulletin board.
