Activity Plan               
               A Day on Cheung Chau (Hong Kong Adventure 3)

A Day on Cheung Chau
Objectives:
Students will be able to:

· understand the nature of suffixes
· understand how to use -er, -or, -ist, -ian, -ent  and -ess to form words referring to people or objects that do something
Materials:

· A PowerPoint file — A Day on Cheung Chau
· Photos of Cheung Chau
· A bulletin board (or a pocket chart)
· Lots of blank word cards and colourful markers
Procedure:
Warm up (5 minutes)
1. Show students a short text about travel and ask them to point out the prefixed words in it.

2. Display some pictures of Cheung Chau. Check if they still remember the names of the places there.
Photo Album of Cheung Chau Bun Festival — Introduction of Suffixes (10 minutes)
1. Explain to students that Susan is showing her photos to Tom and Danny.

2. Ask questions before looking at the photos in detail, e.g. What can you see in the photo? Where did Susan take this photo? What were the people doing in the photo?

3. Read the captions of the photos together. Explain unfamiliar words if needed.

 Suffixes (Ending) -er, -or, -ian, ,-ist, -ent and -ess (10 minutes)
1. Introduce the suffix -er. Ask students to reread the captions and find -er words.

2. Ask students to guess the meaning of -er by looking at the meaning of the words. (It means a person or a thing.)

3. Ask students to look for other suffixes, which also mean a person or a thing, from the captions.
4. Point out that words ending with -er, -or, -ian and -ist usually refer to people or objects that do something.

5. Show students that adding suffixes to words may change the spelling of the root words. (e.g. study ( student, library ( librarian)
Job Riddles (5 minutes) 
1. Play riddle games with students. Ask them to make a guess of the job the person does to practise the use of suffixes.

The Ultimate Silly Writing Competition (5 minutes)
1. Ask students to write sentences using as many prefixed and suffixed words as possible. 

2. Model for students that their writing can be silly by writing a few silly sentences themselves.
3. Students share their works with the class. Ask them to vote for the ‘best’ one.
Conclusion and Homework (5 minutes)
1. Ask them to go home and look for more words using these suffixes in what they come across.
2. Write down the words in word cards. Stick them to the bulletin board.
