Procedure:

Activity 1

1. Teacher helps learners form groups of four, and assigns a learner to be a leader who will help compile the work done by the group.

2. Teacher gives each group an email (either Email A or Email B) and a membership application form.

3. Teacher instructs learners to study the email and fill out the membership application form. This can be done as homework.

Activity 2

1. Teacher gives each group four / six posters and a class enrolment form.

2. Learners, in groups, study the posters. Teacher tells learners to circle / underline useful information in the posters. 

3. Learners discuss which classes they suggest Jacky / Judy to attend. Teacher encourages learners to give reasons for their choices. Teacher reminds learners to respect one another’s opinions by being polite and cooperative. 

4. Learners complete the class enrolment form in groups. 

5. Teacher gives each group a schedule.

6. Learners complete the schedule for Jacky / Judy.

Activity 3 (An extended activity suggested for class who has experience in writing letters. Teacher may use the Activity “Letter Writing” to help learners lay the foundation for writing letters.)

1. Teacher discusses with learners what the email should consist of  (e.g. telling Jacky / Judy what they have done for him / her, for instance, the application for the membership, the classes selected with reasons, what they will do and where they will show him / her around at weekends).

2. Teacher constructs with learners the criteria for assessing if the email is good. 

3. Learners, in groups of four, write an email to Jacky / Judy.

4. Teacher guides learners to self-assess their emails against the criteria. Teacher posts all emails onto the bulletin board and tells learners to select the best one based on the same criteria constructed earlier.
