Let’s Act Out the Ending

Materials: 

a role-play card





a peer assessment form (for teacher’s reference)

Procedure:



1. Learners work in groups of four, with a learner selected by the group members as the representative.

2. Each group rewrites the story ending in the role-play card.

3. Teacher guides learners to construct criteria for peer assessment of a good performance.

4. Learners act out the endings while conducting peer assessment.

5. Learners vote for the best ending. The group representative should tell other groups what and why they think the best ending is.

6. Learners’ role-play cards are posted in the classroom for learners’ appreciation and constructive comments.
