Beauty of Rhymes

Materials:

poems (Appendices 1 & 2)

Procedure:


1. Teacher helps learners to consolidate their understanding of the 5 vowels (i.e. long a, long e, long i, long o, long u).

2. Teacher tells learners that long vowels may have 2 or 3 different spelling patterns, usually consisting of more than one letter (e.g. letter ‘ai’ in sound long a, letter ‘ea’ in sound long e, etc).

3. Teacher reads aloud the poems (see Appendices 1 & 2) to demonstrate how to read the underlined letter sounds.

4. Teacher plays the sound file to demonstrate the possible ways of reading the poems.

5. Learners practise reading aloud the poems.  

For Teachers’ reference:

1. Blending : Blending is putting together sounds in a word, so that they become a blended unit, e.g. c, a, t ( cat.

2. Consonant blend: A consonant blend refers to the blended sound represented by two or three consonant letters, e.g. blend, spring.

3. Consonant digraph: A consonant digraph refers to the a single sound which is represented by two consonant letters, e.g. ship.
