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Procedure:

1. Teacher demonstrates to learners how they can read out the rhyme, using the sound file.

2. Teacher makes use of the 2 repeated sentences (i.e. My hand in Mama’s hand. / My face over Mama’s face.) to teach the different feelings contextually.

3. Teacher encourages learners to chant the rhyme with facial expressions and gestures.
