An Email to a Friend

Materials:
‘A Lesson for Jack’ flash file

            ‘A Lesson for Jack’ script

Procedure:

1. Teacher goes over the flash file of ‘A Lesson for Jack’ with students. While reading it, students have to respond to the story by following the instructions, e.g. Click on the characters to move on. 

2. Teacher can also ask the following questions to help less able students  build up their understanding of the characters and sequence of events in the story: 

Who are the characters in the story?

How did Jack feel when he saw his lunchbox?

How did Jack feel after school?

When did Jack buy fish balls to eat?

Where did Jack buy fish balls?

Where did Jack throw the bamboo skewer after he finished the fish balls?

Who came to him at that time?

What did the woman say to Jack?

How did Jack feel?

What did the woman tell Jack afterwards?

What did Jack learn this time?

3. Teacher asks students to imagine that they are Jack. They are going to write an email to a friend after the incident in about 30 words. Teacher helps them with difficult vocabulary and expressions. Some success criteria can be shared with students:

· They have to write about what they have done on that day briefly and clearly.

· They have to write with expressions of their feelings and reflection after the incident.

· They have to use the format of an email.
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
