· The total area of Australia is about 3 million square miles with a population around 19 million.

· Australia is the sixth largest country in the world but has the lowest population density.
· There are six states in Australia, namely New South Wales, Victoria, South Australia, Tasmania, Western Australia and Queensland.

· There are over 7,000 beaches in Australia -- more than any other country in the world. 
· Australia produces 95 percent of the world's precious opals. 
· The kangaroo is unique to Australia.  It is estimated that about 40 million kangaroos live in the country.

· Australia’s 140 million sheep produce more than 70 percent of the world's wool.
· Australia is the world's largest exporter of beef with 24 million head of cattle.

· Australia supports at least 25,000 species of plants.
